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Refugees are continuing to be taken in. In lwate also, four relatives of Ishinosuke Uwano (born in Ono village) who lived in the Ukraine have moved to
the prefecture this April. We are working to expand their circle of support here so they won’t have troubles with life in a place they aren’t used to.

Many of them had good
Japanese. We were all especially surprised of those who after
only self-studying and living in Japan for a few months were
already able to speak Japanese fluidly. We felt so happy that
these people who had come to a foreign country they were not
yet accustomed to, studied the language as hard as they could
and were able to use it.

Other than that, we had food tastings of Thai, Korean, and
Indonesian food, as well as an electronic piano and Koto
concert. The members enjoyed an Erhu musical performance,
and the 80 or so participants enjoyed the lively time of
exchange where they could talk and laugh together.

Since then, big events have been suspended, but elemen-
tary school international understanding classes as well as
English, Korean, Japanese language study and member club
activities have been held in accordance with coronavirus spread
prevention rules whenever possible. We hope the torch of
international exchange doesn't flicker out as next year is the
30th anniversary of the association.
